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Leaders with Lived Experience

What is a lived experience leader?

This is someone who uses their own
experience to help change or make things
better for other people.

- For example, someone who has a learning
- difficulty may set up a group to support
other people with learning difficulties.

@E&%MUN'TY What is the Leaders with Lived
Experience Programme?

This is money given out by the Community
Fund for groups run by people with Lived
Experience who want to help others.

The money comes from people who play
the National Lottery.




There is only a small amount of money so
not everyone will who asks for money will
get some.

The person asking for the money must
have a lived experience of the people they
want to help.

' The money must be used to help other
% people.

You can ask for funding between £20,000
and £50,000.




Who can ask for money?

- To ask for money you must tick all of these
boxes:
e the work you do has to be in the UK
;W e avoluntary or community group

e agroup run by someone who has lived
experience.

The group must also be one of these:

e areqgistered charity

e agroup or club with proper rules on
how they run




e a not-for-profit company

e asocial enterprise.

You cannot ask for money if you are not
one of these things.

How to ask?

To ask for money you must explain why
you need it.




You can do this:

e in writing

e inavideo.
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In writing

2 T This must be written in Word and not

more than 4 pages long.




On video

Your video must under 6 minutes long.

You can send your budget and contact
details in writing.

What you can spend the money on

Here are some ideas of what you can
spend the money on:

e equipment




e staff cost

e training

e transport

e Dbills

Please pay us
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e volunteer expenses.




You can’t spend the money on these
things:

e things that the government already
pay for, like doctors

e unexpected costs or loans

e making electricity

e paying someone to write this form




e political or religious things

e profit making

o VAT

e alcohol

e building costs.

If you get through to stage 2 we will also
need a letter from your organisations
bank.

This must say:
