	The group is using £70,757 grant to support young people from Mayfield Village in Newtownabbey to improve their confidence, employability and community spirit. Through the three year project, 25 young people aged 14-18 will join a certified young leaders programme to develop their skills and become role models and volunteers for the project. These young people will take the lead in delivering a programme for other young people in the area, including games nights, dance and drama sessions, and produce a magazine for the whole community. They will also make videos for their own YouTube channel, with guest speakers talking about social issues which the young people have raised, such as social media, body image and substance misuse.

	The Loughbrickland based group uses music, instrument making and crafts to help people in recovery, including those with addiction or mental health issues, to rebuild their lives. Building on a previous project the group has been awarded a further £199,136 grant over two and a half years to help more people to improve their mental health, support them through recovery, make new friends and build their self-confidence. The money is being used to convert part of the group’s building into residential accommodation, train members to be peer mentors, increase outreach work, and staffing costs to allow the group to run more activities.

	The group provides support and services for families with multiple births (twins, triplets or more). They’re using a £91,136 grant over three years to employ a new Clubs Officer who will support their Twin Clubs in Antrim, Bangor, Belfast, Derry/Londonderry, Lisburn and Newry. Twin Clubs are led by volunteer parents and provide practical and emotional support for parents of multiples who are preschool aged. The Clubs Officer will promote the local clubs and support them to fundraise, recruit and train committee members, develop sustainability plans, and organise networking between the clubs so they can share learning. The parents who lead the clubs will get training and development support, including a Tamba UK wide volunteer training day.

	Triangle Housing Association Limited
	NI wide
	The group provides housing for families and people with a range of disabilities and support needs in the greater Belfast and Northern Trust areas. They are using a £198,203 grant over three years for staff costs and training for Triangle’s accommodation projects, special educational needs school pupils, and community groups in Ballycastle, Ballymena, Ballymoney, Belfast, Coleraine, Cookstown, Magherafelt and Newtownabbey. This includes Train the Trainer sessions so learning can be shared, sensory storytelling skills, and singing using Makaton, which is a form of sign language. The project will form a Makaton choir to perform in community venues. They will also hold a celebration event to recognise the work of everyone involved.
